GROUP A
Looking at the opening paragraphs of Chapter 6, how are the events of later in the chapter foreshadowed? Things to consider:
· What important images or occurrences stand out to your group? What do each of these images/events symbolize? How is anything shown as being perceived differently than in previous chapters? How can you compare individual reactions to the same stimuli?

GROUP B

Take a look at chapter 6…how does the sun affect Meursault during the course of this chapter?  Things to consider:

· List page numbers and the words and phrases Meursault uses to describe the sun as well as the way it affects him and his mood.  What might Camus be trying to suggest by having the sun affect Meursault in this way?  Consider what this might mean symbolically.

GROUP C
When Meursault and his friends first arrive at the beach, what positive and negative images do we get that foreshadow the events to come? (This all takes place before the three men go on their walk.) Things to consider:
· Actions the characters take. Meursault’s perception of the weather. What Meursault enjoys doing. What Meursault does NOT enjoy…etc.

GROUP D
In Chapter 5, what is the significance of the scene with the little robot woman? How does she compare to Meursault, and why is she included at all? Things to consider:
· How would you describe her and how does this compare to Meursault? How would you describe her existence, and again, how does this compare to Meursault? Why does he follow her and why does he forget about her shortly thereafter?

GROUP E
Take a look at the character of Salamano and each time Meursault interacts with him throughout these (and previous) chapters. In what ways do the events that happen to him parallel the life events of other characters? How is he similar or different from Meursault? Things to consider:
· What type of person is this character? How does this character view Meursault, and is this accurate? How does this person compare to Meursault? What do we learn about Meursault in light of his relationship or comparison with this person? What is the inclusion of this character supposed to teach us about Meursault?

GROUP F

Take a look at the character of Marie and each time Meursault interacts with her throughout these (and previous) chapters. In what ways do the events that happen to her parallel the life events of other characters? How is she similar or different from Meursault? Things to consider:

· What type of person is this character? How does this character view Meursault, and is this accurate? How does this person compare to Meursault? What do we learn about Meursault in light of his relationship or comparison with this person? What is the inclusion of this character supposed to teach us about Meursault?

GROUP G

Take a look at the character of Raymond and each time Meursault interacts with him throughout these (and previous) chapters. In what ways do the events that happen to him parallel the life events of other characters? How is he similar or different from Meursault? Things to consider:

· What type of person is this character? How does this character view Meursault, and is this accurate? How does this person compare to Meursault? What do we learn about Meursault in light of his relationship or comparison with this person? What is the inclusion of this character supposed to teach us about Meursault?

GROUP H

Take a look at Meursault’s interaction with his boss. What does his reaction to this offer suggest about his character? Even if this seems like just more typical behavior, what do we learn that is NEW about Meursault (as suggested by the text)?
