Rhetorical Techniques 
Rhetorical question – a question to which no answer is expected; often used to emphasize a point or idea
Example:  “You don’t expect me to go along with that crazy scheme, do you?”

Restatement – to state again or in a new way; often used to emphasize an idea
Example:  “Tonight is the last chance we have.  I say it will be decided tonight.  Tomorrow all will be over.”

Repetition – to repeat or say again
Example:  “I have a dream that… I have a dream.”  (Martin Luther King, Jr.)

Parallel structure – using the same pattern of words or parts of speech to show different ideas
Example:  “That government of the people, by the people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth.” (Gettysburg Address)
Concession and Rebuttal – acknowledging a point from the opposing side, then answering with a better point; demonstrates that the speaker has considered the other side of the argument (giving greater credibility to his or her own argument)
Allusion – an implied or indirect reference to a person, event, or thing or to a part of another text; it stimulates ideas, associations, and extra information in the reader's mind with only a word or two.  It relies on the reader being able to understand the allusion and being familiar with the meaning hidden behind the words 

Example:  “I didn’t know what to do.  It was a Catch 22 kind of situation.”
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Logos - Appeals to Logic 
Pathos - Appeals to Emotion

Ethos – Appeals to the Speaker’s/Writer’s Character and Credibility
